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Blossom was an installation work made for the Eden Project site: the artist commissioned twenty female artisans in Stoke-on-Trent to produce a variety of handmade unfired china clay flowers – 10,000 in total – that were then ‘planted’ along the walkways that lead to the biodomes. As the flowers were unfired they slowly deteriorated and, since the Eden Project had been constructed on the site of a former china clay pit, effectively returned to their place of origin. The work highlighted the cyclical nature of growth and the intimate connections between places.
Blossom and Specimen are conceptually linked: both projects involve the slow deterioration of unfired china clay flowers but in two very different locations.
