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Heirloom was a site-specific installation made up of more than 2000 pieces of cast porcelain objects; each of these objects related to the local history of domestic life in Swansea, where the Mission Gallery is situated.  All the objects were collected from local sources, making the final narratives more relevant to visitors to the exhibition space. The exhibition exposed languages that challenged the space and the sensitive use of material that gave voice to the inherent narratives.

The work comprised a porcelain body that related to the tradition of porcelain used in ornamentation in the home. The once highly-coloured and chaotic objects were transformed into a wash of pale porcelain in the gallery space; the objects became instead ghost like memories and whispers. 

The aim of this work was to respond directly to the exhibition space, to represent a local narrative that would be visually apparent. This was made possible through a continual process of feedback from the public in the development stages.
